The students had the opportunity to see their graphics work transition from the computer screen to a professionally printed piece displayed in the gallery setting.”  Elkhorn South High School Art Instructor, Jarod Sutter, added, "We thank the Foundation for giving our students the opportunity to exhibit their work, and for awarding a scholarship to one who best exemplifies a talent and passion for art.”
Many of the pieces displayed at “Art on Main” were available for purchase at a silent auction held in conjunction with the Foundation’s recent Hall of Fame Banquet. The auction raised more than $1,300 to support the Elkhorn Public School Foundation’s Arts Scholarship.
