New this year, the Foundation offered a morning 9-hole round which included a light breakfast, lunch and encouragement on the course from the Elkhorn South High School cheerleaders. A four-person 18-hole afternoon scramble began with lunch, was followed by a noon shotgun start, and ended with a rib–eye dinner buffet. The grand finale was the awards presentation announcing flag prizes, poker contest winners, putting contest winners, raffle winner, and afternoon tournament champions.
