Calvin Bull, Elkhorn High School Class of 1975, was recognized as Alumnus of the Year for his dedication to the schools and community through his service and leadership on the Elkhorn Public Schools Board of Education.  Jake and Spencer Long, both graduates from Elkhorn High School in 2009, were announced as Alumni Athletes of the Year and accepted their awards via video due to medical school and professional football conflicts.  

Community Booster of the Year was awarded to Danny Szegda and the Omaha Trane Office.  Michael Lynne, former educator and principal in New York, was honored as the Partners in Education Mentor of the Year.  Tammy Knight was recognized as Volunteer of the Year for her dedication to the staff and students of Elkhorn Ridge Middle School.
